General Membership Meeting Minutes 
May 9, 2007 

Call to Order 

The General Meeting of the CKMS PTSA was called to order in the school library at 6:40 by Libby James.  

All members received proper notice of the meeting. A quorum was present.  A sign-in sheet is attached.   

Approval of Minutes 

The April 18th, 2007 General Membership meeting minutes were approved as written.   

Co-President’s Report (Libby James, Kara Popp) 

The presidents want “new faces” at the PTSA meetings next year and progress is being made on 

committee chairs for next year. 

Libby is currently working on the calendar for next year and will be coordinating with FCES. 

Co-Vice President’s Report (Becky Miller, Mary Lu Hawes) 

 

Becky reported that she attended the Healthy Youth Services evening and that it was something very 

worthwhile for the PTSA to support.  Kirk noted that they will be focusing on areas of need.  They are also 

looking for ideas to make it more accessible to people. 

 

Recycling.  Mary Lu has talked with FCES and contacted SES about their recycling programs.  She has 

also talked with King County and they would do an assembly about recycling.  It was noted that MSHS 

has just started a recycling program.  Mary Lu emphasized that she would like the program to start at the 

beginning of the school year. 

Treasurer’s Report (Laurie Edwards) 

The April financial reports were distributed and the treasury books were on hand.  Mary Lu reviewed and 

initialed the April bank statement. 

At the end of April: 

Balance in Checking:  $9578.51  Balance in Savings:  $7514.53 

 

Laurie noted that because we made more money than we anticipated in the middle school dances, 

expenses were also higher than anticipated.  Kara Popp moved to approve an increase in the budget for 

middle school dances to $2750.  The motion was seconded by Mary Lu and passed unanimously. 

 

Laurie noted that more hanging baskets have been sold than anticipated in the budget, so the expenses 

also have increased.  Maggie Grate moved that the expenses for hanging baskets be raised to $6000.  

Liz Piekarczyk seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously. 

 

Laurie presented the budget for 2007-2008 (see attached).  She pointed out that Technology Grants was 

merged into Grants, with a total of $10,000 in the budget for next year.  She also noted the Field Trips line 

item, which is $300 per grade and it was discussed that this should be only for curriculum-related field 

trips.  Libby said that a letter would be sent to the teachers reminding them of this money in the budget for 

curriculum-related field trips.  Laurie also noted that the Raffle line item was increased, as we will be 

applying for a gambling license so that we are able to sell raffle tickets during this calendar year.  There is 

a $5000 limit on raffle tickets per calendar year. 

 

Liz Piekarczyk moved that the budget be accepted as presented.  Lois Bauer seconded it.  The motion 

passed unanimously. 

Principal’s Report (Kirk Dunckel, Ray Wilson) 

 

WASL testing has been finished.   The results will be back in August;  in September families will find out 

the results.  They are grateful for snacks. 

 

Next year enrollment numbers were discussed.  There will be 35 more 6th graders next year.  At the 

same time, SMS enrollment is dropping.  It is anticipated there will be 760 students next year.  SMS is in 



the 500’s.   5th grade parents have been given the option to enroll students at SMS.  35 students 

volunteered to transfer.  They are working on the schedule for next year.  A new band teacher was hired.  

In addition, they are looking at hiring a 7th grade math/science teacher – the position has not been posted 

yet.  The Health teacher will rove in classes.  The following year (2008-2009, it is anticipated that there 

will 450 students at CKMS. 

 

Activities for the end of year were discussed.  Each classroom has been visited to describe behavior 

expectations for the rest of the year.  They had a Skydome assembly.  Friday night is the Cultural Fair 

with the Ice Cream Social and Book Fair.  The Activity Blitz is the 16
th
.  On the 30

th
 of May, there is a 

meeting at Mount Si High School for 8
th
 grade parents.  June 20

th
, there is a RiverSense assembly.  5

th
 

grade orientation night is June 4
th
 at 7:00.

Kirk Dunckel moved that $861 be added to the budget for Teaching Grants.  This was seconded and 

passed unanimously. 

 

Kirk Dunckel moved to approve all grants written.  This was seconded and passed unanimously. 



Ray described their need for a grant for $2800 for the OLWEUS program.  It costs $5800 and they will be 

able to get $3000 from elsewhere.  It will start in September, but there will be training prior to that.  The 

ballpark amount needed for this year would be $1400.  Mary Lu moved to increase the budget by $1400 

for the bullying program in Grants.  This was seconded and passed unanimously. 

 

Hanging Baskets – Maggie Grate, Becky Miller.  Pickup for flower baskets is tomorrow.  All of the fuchsias were 

sold, 98 geraniums were sold, and 87 petunias were sold.   They will be selling extras at the track meet 

tomorrow.  They noted that Squak Mt. Nursery has been incredible to work with.

Other Business 

Directory.  It was noted that Michelle Hawk-Mahoney will be soliciting advertisements for next year’s 

directory.  It was also noted that the Woitcheks are still helping out. 

 

Public Policy.  Liz Piekarczyk reported that SMS has endorsed the upcoming simple majority issue and 

has put $200 toward it.  The Senate and the House have voted to allow simple majority on school levies 

and it will be put to a vote.   

 

Teresa Appleseth moved to raise the Donation line item to $500 in next year's budget.  This was 

seconded and passed unanimously. 

 

Maggie Grate moved that we endorse the simple majority campaign for funding school levies.  This was 

seconded and passed unanimously.
